"Early on I had everything on the table: 
environment, transportation, water, air quality, all 
of the issues that the future of Arizona should 
pay attention to.

(having) no water, we haven't paid enough 

attention. And the more we started looking at it, the dropout rate 
became a handle, a thread, an instrument by which lots of other 
things could be put in perspective.
